If there is any dispute regarding the allocation of a hostel mess, the conciliating
authority will be Dean Students Welfare, Punjabi University, Patiala. In case of a
court case, the jurisdiction will be Patiala only.

7. At the end of the contract, the contractor will have to return all the cooking utensils,
crockery or other materials provided by the warden/senior warden of the hostel. In
case of any depreciation, breakage etc., due amount will be paid by the contractor at
the end of the contract, failing which, his/her security will not be refunded. If the
security amount is less than the total loss, then the contractor is legally liable to pay
the difference to the hostel account of the university.

8. The contractor will be responsible for the maintenance/repairs of all the furniture,
freezers, cooking stoves, curtains, geysers (used in the mess), water filter, dessert
cooler, microwave oven, deep freezer, ceiling fans, tube lights etc. In case of any loss
of these items, then, it will be compensated by the contractor. He will himself/kerself
pay all the electricity bills of the mess/canteen. The contractor must use the LPG
carefully. If there is any loss/accident due to the carelessness in using the LPG, then
the contractor will be held responsible for that loss and will compensate it
accordingly.

9. The mess contractor will supply breakfast, lunch and dinner to only those residents
who have been formally allotted a room by the warden/senior warden. In the girls'
