
Conditions for admissions to First Year (10+1 Non Medical) of Six Year B. Tech 
integrated Course at YADAVINDRA COLLEGE OF ENGINEERING, Punjabi 
University Guru Kashi Campus, Talwandi Sabo (Distt. Bathinda) 
 

1. Student have passed/ appeared in their matriculation examination held by a recognized 
board/ council with minimum 55% marks for General and OBC Categories and 50% marks 
for SC/ST category. Students who failed in any of the subjects of English, Science and 
Mathematics in matriculation examination shall not be eligible for admission. 

2. Admission under this scheme will be considered on the basis of average marks 
obtained in the subjects of English, Science and Mathematics in matriculation examination. 

3. The student should have passed his 5th class from a school situated in a village, which does 
not fall within the limits of a municipal committee or corporation or under a small 
town/ notified area.  

4. The student should have passed his matriculation and previous four classes of study (i.e. 
from 6th to 10th) from a recognized/Affiliated school in a village which does not fall within 
the limits of a municipal committee or corporation or under a small town/ notified 
area.  

5. The annual fee and other charges of the school (s) from where the student has passed his 
matriculation and his 6th to 9th classes should not exceed Rs. 750/- per annum. 

6. The student and his/her parents must be permanent residents of a village which does not 
fall within the limits of a municipal committee or corporation or under a small town/ 
notified area.  

7. The combined annual family income of the student (parents & grand parents if living 
together) should not exceed Rs. 3,00,000/- per annum. 

8. The admission to First year (10+1 Non Medical) of Six year B.Tech Integrated course will 
be provisional subject to physical verification of above conditions. The admission of 
students In case of negative verification will be cancelled and they have to deposit full fees 
till that time. 

9. Students who stand fail in their 10+1 or 10+2 (non medical) examinations, they may be  re-
admitted to the same class subject to payment of full fees. 

10. The students who leave in their 10+2 (non medical) studies and get passed from other 
institute (Other than YCoE,Talwandi Sabo) will be considered at par with outside students 
seeking direct admission in B.Tech. and they will not get the benefit of Golden Heart 
scheme. 

11. Interest free loan is provided to student under Golden Heart scheme which they have to 
repay in 24 equally quarterly installments starting after one year of completion of studies. 
Students/parents will have to give an affidavit in this regard. 

12. If any student found guilty of violating any discipline/rule he/she will be immediately 
revoked from Golden Heart scheme and he will have to pay the fees till that time as well. 

13. If any student leave the studies/course in between then he will have to pay the entire fees till 
that time. 

14. If student secure SGPA (Semester Grade Point Average) 6 in any semester then from next 
semester onwards he will not get the benefit of Golden Heart scheme and he will have to 
pay the entire fees till that time. 

15. If any student gets detained due to short of lectures in any subject then from next semester 
onwards he will not get the benefit of Golden Heart scheme and he will have to pay the 
entire fees till that time. 
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
