CENTRE FOR DRAMATIC ART AND CULTURE
ANDRETTA

The University has undertaken the responsibility of maintaining the estate of Mrs.
Norah Richard at Andretta in Himachal Pradesh. It has been decided to develop the placeasa
Centre for Dramatic Art and Culture. Mrs. Norah Richard, who was born in Ireland and was
educated at Oxford, had established her home at Andretta in 1934 and involved herself in
training a number of students in acting and play-writing and thus brought up a school of
Punjabi Drama. After inheriting the property from Mrs. Norah Richard, University has been
organizing annual programmes at Andretta. The University plans to establish there a nodal
centre for promotion of art and culture. A youth hostel and a guest house have already been
constructed. Efforts are being made to ensure the upkeep of the erstwhile property of Mrs.
Richard without changing its basic structure.

Dr. Balbir Singh Sahitya Kendra, Dehradun, now called the
Panchabati Campus of Punjabi University, has been enriched by the
tradition of scholarship initiated by Dr. Balbir Singh. The University
envisages the future of the Kendra as Dr. Balbir Singh Institute of Advanced
Studies in Comparative Religion and Culture. Apart from facilitating the
research work of the University researchers, the Kendra provides facilities
for visiting scholars to carry out research on comparative religion, Sikh
studies and history and culture of Punjab. Dr. Balbir Singh Memorial
Library has a rich collection of rare manuscripts in English, Gurumulkhi,
Sanskrit, Hindi, Urdu and Persian. The Kendra has been regularly
publishing the quarterly journal 'Panchabati Sandesh'.
